YouQe not judging, not telling but simply sharing your experience of what Jesus
did. It then opens the way to ask some personal questions of your hearers
like...Qvhere do you think you®e at in your thinking about God?Q

If you have always believed then start with Y glad 1Gh a Christian becauseX Q

If you can remember the time when you didn@believe then start with
something like YBefore | became a Christian IX @Qcts 22 is a good example of
this testimony.

Use headings first then flesh them out to write your testimony in 300 words or
less or to take about 3 minutes or less to tell.

First stepX think about one benefit to you of being a Christian. Some examples
X no fear of death, purpose for living, making sense of life, forgiveness,
belonging to a faith community, friends in church, dealing with guilt, ability to
forgive, reconciliation with family, healing of mind or body, perspective on life,
certain hope. You may think of many benefits to you but start with one that
stands out for you.

Second step think of and write down a real life experience that illustrates that
benefit. For example if the main benefit to you is Ho fear of deathQ mMéybe
you faced serious surgery or a car accident.

Third step flesh these points out to under 300 words.
Fourth step cull any religious jargon like WavedQ @
Fifth step share it with another Christian and ask for their comment.

Sixth step pray daily for an opportunity to share it.

GOSPEL: MATTHEW 16.21-28

From that time on, Jesus began to show his disciples that he must go to
Jerusalem and undergo great suffering at the hands of the elders and chief
priests and scribes, and be killed, and on the third day be raised. And Peter
took him aside and began to rebuke him, saying, Bod forbid it, Lord! This must
never happen to you.QBut he turned and said to Peter, Bet behind me, Satan!
You are a stumbling-block to me; for you are setting your mind not on divine
things but on human things.QThen Jesus told his disciples, ¥ any want to
become my followers, let them deny themselves and take up their cross and
follow me. For those who want to save their life will lose it, and those who
lose their life for my sake will find it. For what will it profit them if they gain
the whole world but forfeit their life? Or what will they give in return for their
life? Wor the Son of Man is to come with his angels in the glory of his Father,
and then he will repay everyone for what has been done. Truly | tell you, there
are some standing here who will not taste death before they see the Son of
Man coming in his kingdom.Q

REFLECTION AND QUESTIONS

Matthew 16:21-28 provides the narrative sequence in which Jesus first
portends to his disciples that he must travel to Jerusalem, where he will suffer,
die, and be raised from the dead. What follows JesusQ prognostication are
PeterQ misguided rebuke of JesusQ forecast and Jesus@Q response to the same.
After Jesus@ exchange with Peter, Jesus explains to the disciples the
consequences of their devotion to him in paradigm-shifting terms: & flor those
who want to save their life will lose it, and those who want to lose their life for
my sake will find it€ (v. 25). The pericope concludes with Jesus@Q apocalyptic and
eschatological pronouncement concerning the Son of ManQ coming in glory
and reckoning repayment to all, commensurate with the deeds done during
their lifetimes.

This pericope provides numerous points of entry for us. One might well
consider focusing on the exchange between Peter and Jesus—particularly,
JesusQresponse to PeterQfaulty rebuke. There, Jesus challenges the
conceptual starting place from which Peter attempts to assuage JesusQ
prediction of his own death. Jesus faults Peter for Gsetting [his] mind not on
divine things but on human things€ (v. 23). Perhaps by raising our consciences
to those incidences in which we, like Peter, super-prefer human things to divine
ones, we may evoke in ourselves a greater receptivity to ChristQ death,
resurrection, and coming kingdom.
