GOSPEL: MATTHEW 20.1-16 
 

ΨFor the kingdom of heaven is like a landowner who went out early in the 
morning to hire labourers for his vineyard.  After agreeing with the labourers 
for the usual daily wage, he sent them into his vineyard.  When he went out 
about nine oΩclock, he saw others standing idle in the market-place;  and he 
said to them, άYou also go into the vineyard, and I will pay you whatever is 
right.έ So they went.  When he went out again about noon and about three 
oΩclock, he did the same.  And about five oΩclock he went out and found others 
standing around; and he said to them, άWhy are you standing here idle all 
day?έ  They said to him, άBecause no one has hired us.έ He said to them, άYou 
also go into the vineyard.έ  When evening came, the owner of the vineyard said 
to his manager, άCall the labourers and give them their pay, beginning with the 
last and then going to the first.έ  When those hired about five oΩclock came, 
each of them received the usual daily wage.  Now when the first came, they 
thought they would receive more; but each of them also received the usual 
daily wage.  And when they received it, they grumbled against the 
landowner,  saying, άThese last worked only one hour, and you have made 
them equal to us who have borne the burden of the day and the scorching 
heat.έ  But he replied to one of them, άFriend, I am doing you no wrong; did 
you not agree with me for the usual daily wage?  Take what belongs to you and 
go; I choose to give to this last the same as I give to you.  Am I not allowed to 
do what I choose with what belongs to me? Or are you envious because I am 
generous?έ  So the last will be first, and the first will be last.Ω 

REFLECTION AND QUESTIONS 

IsnΩt there a part of you that feels for the first laborers in this parable? After all, 
they put a long dayΩs work; they did what was expected of them; they played 
by the rules. And then these other people come along, work the bare 
minimum, and they profit off othersΩ labor? ItΩs not fair! IsnΩt God supposed to 
be just? IsnΩt there a part of you that feels indignant on behalf of (or as one of) 
the working poor in this country? After all, you put in a long dayΩs work; you did 
what was expected of you; you played by the rules. And then these other 
people come along, work the bare minimum, and they profit off your labor? ItΩs 
not fair! We should be careful to make parables into cute little moral stories 
(i.e. God rewards everyone equally, and isnΩt that so nice?) Maybe those tidy 
conclusions are true. Maybe. But also, maybe God isnΩt the generous 
landowner in this parable. Maybe God is the silent question at the end of the 
story. Maybe the kingdom of God is our response of righteous anger to such an 
unfair schema. Maybe. 

Where do you see God in this parable? Look again; where else might God be?
How does MatthewΩs view of GodΩs system of reward (as exemplified in the 
parable) conflict with your views of reward and equality?

PREPARING MY PERSONAL TESTIMONY (OR ‘FAITH STORY’) 

The gospel is all about Jesus. Your personal testimony is all about your 
experience of the gospel. 

ItΩs a helpful way to introduce the gospel as you share something of yourself. 
YouΩre not judging, not telling but simply sharing your experience of what Jesus 
did. It then opens the way to ask some personal questions of your hearers 
like...Ωwhere do you think youΩre at in your thinking about God?Ω 

If you have always believed then start with ΨIΩm glad IΩm a Christian becauseΧΩ 

If you can remember the time when you didnΩt believe then start with 
something like Ψ Before I became a Christian IΧΩ Acts 22 is a good example of 
this testimony. 

Use headings first then flesh them out to write your testimony in 300 words or 
less or to take about 3 minutes or less to tell. 

First stepΧ think about one benefit to you of being a Christian. Some examples 
Χ no fear of death, purpose for living, making sense of life, forgiveness, 
belonging to a faith community, friends in church, dealing with guilt, ability to 
forgive, reconciliation with family, healing of mind or body, perspective on life, 
certain hope. You may think of many benefits to you but start with one that 
stands out for you. 

Second step think of and write down a real life experience that illustrates that 
benefit. For example if the main benefit to you is Ψno fear of deathΩ Χ maybe 
you faced serious surgery or a car accident. 

Third step flesh these points out to under 300 words. 

Fourth step cull any religious jargon like ΨsavedΩ Φ 

Fifth step share it with another Christian and ask for their comment. 

Sixth step pray daily for an opportunity to share it.
