MUSINGS FROM REV. SCOTT GUNTHORPE 
 

Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 

This week we held the second of the Lenten Studies looking at Timothy Kellar’s 
book ‘The Gospel in Life’. For those who still want to attend it is not too late. It 
has been great to see so much discussion around the bible study and short DVD 
presentations. The Clarks have also offered to hold a study group on the 
Wednesday mornings. This might be attractive to those who don’t like going 
out after dark. Is this you? 

Timothy Kellar speaks of there being three types of people. The first group are 
those who are irreligious. They have no religion and reject God. The second 
group are the religious. They are very caught up in following the ‘rules’ and 
being seen to be ‘good’. The third group are those who follow the gospel of 
Jesus Christ. They don’t obey God to be loved. They know God loves them so 
they obey. 

In our gospel reading today Jesus speaks to us about our commitment to follow 
him. Are we prepared to deny ourselves and take up our cross and follow him? 
What does that mean? Hopefully those questions will be answered as we meet 
together.

GOSPEL: MARK 8.31-38  

Then he began to teach them that the Son of Man must undergo great 
suffering, and be rejected by the elders, the chief priests, and the scribes, 
and be killed, and after three days rise again.  He said all this quite openly. 
And Peter took him aside and began to rebuke him.  But turning and looking 
at his disciples, he rebuked Peter and said, ‘Get behind me, Satan! For you 
are setting your mind not on divine things but on human things.’  He called 
the crowd with his disciples, and said to them, ‘If any want to become my 
followers, let them deny themselves and take up their cross and follow 
me.  For those who want to save their life will lose it, and those who lose 
their life for my sake, and for the sake of the gospel, will save it.  For what 
will it profit them to gain the whole world and forfeit their life?  Indeed, 
what can they give in return for their life?  Those who are ashamed of me 
and of my words in this adulterous and sinful generation, of them the Son of 
Man will also be ashamed when he comes in the glory of his Father with the 
holy angels.’  
 

REFLECTION AND QUESTIONS 
 

This passage from Mark includes an announcement of Jesus’ passion and a 
statement of conditions of discipleship. The juxtaposition of these two ideas 
reveals the connection between self-sacrifice and being a follower of Jesus. 

“For those who want to save their life will lose it, and those who lose their 
life for my sake, and for the sake of the gospel, will save it.” Jesus addresses 
these challenging words to the crowd and his disciples. We, his present-day 
disciples, can hear these words addressed to our lives– what we wish to 
save or preserve, and what we are willing to give up. Being inordinately 
attached to aspects of one’s “life,” in terms of external attributes and 
circumstances, can diminish the vitality of one’s interior life, one’s soul. 
Jesus invites us, as we consider his life and ours, to seek the perspective of 
God in discerning how to nurture our souls and devote ourselves to living 
the Gospel in faithful service to Jesus. 

¶ What areas of your life might God be inviting you to let go of in order 
to deepen and strengthen your interior life? 

¶ What might it mean for you to “deny yourself, take up your cross, and 
follow Jesus,” in the present circumstances of your life?

The Psalms 
The Psalms are the prayer book of the Church. 
They are poems and prayers written using a 
mixture of metaphor and human experience. 
These were known by the Ancient Jewish 
people and Christians throughout the centuries 
as a way to bind people together by saying the 
Psalms out loud.  

Read the Psalms together. Talk about how the 
writer must have felt and what he was trying to 
convey. 

 

For the Older Families  
There are hand outs on different 
ways to read your Bible—
essentially different lenses. 
Sometimes it is easy to read the 
scripture from an Australian, 1st 
world country point of view. This 
gives us a context. The New 
Testament was written from a 1st 
century Palestinian context that 
was oppressed by the Romans, 
influenced by the Greeks and living 
in (what we would think of today) 
3rd world conditions.  The Old 
Testament has a context all of it’s 
own! The story of the Jewish 
people and their relationship with 
God.  

Every night read a section with 
your partner, or older children and 
talk about questions and 
challenges that arise from these 
texts.
